APPOINTING INDIVIDUALS TO TOWN COMMITTEES, COMMISSIONS OR BOARDS

The Selectboard is the appointing authority in the Town of Shelburne.  Our goal is to ensure that the appointment process is always open, fair and properly implemented.

Procedure for Appointment:

1) Individuals wishing to serve as a member of a town board, commission or committee must submit their request in writing to the Selectboard’s Office.  Request should include: name, address, phone number; email address; name of board and/or committee they are interested in serving on; reasons for volunteering and any special skills or experience she or he may have.

2) The Town Administrator shall date stamp and copy the request and forward to the appropriate board, commission or committee for their consideration.  
3) The appropriate board, commission or committee will review the request, meet with the individual if necessary and make their recommendation to the Selectboard in writing within sixty (60) days of the applicant’s first request to serve.  In unusual circumstances, the Board and/or Committee may request an additional thirty (30) days to make its’ recommendation.
4) Upon receipt of recommendation for appointment, the Selectboard shall decide to make or reject the appointment within thirty (30) days. 
In the event a board, commission or committee fails to make a recommendation for appointment within sixty (60) days, the Selectboard shall proceed with the appointment without waiting for a recommendation if they deem it is in the best interests of the town.

If the number of applicants interested in joining a board, commission or committee exceed the number of vacancies; the Board and/or Committee recommendation and the Selectboard decision will be based on choosing those individuals whose skills, talents, contacts, experience and time availability best meet the needs of the particular board.
6) In the event a vacancy occurs on a board and/or committee whereby members are elected, appointments shall be made in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 41, section 11.
7) Non-Shelburne residents, up to one, may serve on boards, commissions or committees when the appointing authority deems it in the best interest of the board, commission or committee and the Town.
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
