Call to Order: Chairman Joe Judd called the meeting to order at 4:30 pm with John Payne and Bob Manners present.  Also in attendance: Town Moderator, Sylvia Smith, and Finance Committee members: John Rees and Tam Hanna.

Acceptance of Minutes: Bob presented a motion to accept the minutes of April 7, 2014 as printed.  John seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously 

Noteworthy News: John reported that Pam Am Railroad will be spraying herbicides to control nuisance vegetation along the railroad tracks on or after May 1st and conclude on or about July 1, 2014

Department Liaison Reports:

Joe reports that Mark has begun his Supervisor Training which is taking place in North Adams; this is the first of three classes

John deferred to Old Business

Bob had nothing to report.

Public Comment:
Lindsey Kelsey of Buckland spoke of concern for lack of transparency in the Senior Center Budget as presented for both Buckland and Shelburne for it only shows the Towns portion of the budget and not the overall operating cost (which she supports) She asked if it could be made clearer.  She also asked where to get the information so that she can speak to the budget at Shelburne Town Meeting. John and Joe shared the budget sheets that are used.
Appointments:
Selectboard members reviewed and discussed the annual town meeting warrant with members of the Finance Committee and the Moderator.  Finance Committee members support the town’s operating budget and individual capital requests.  However, both the Selectboard and Finance Committee agree that the Mohawk School District should postpone Phase 1 of their Capital Plan until next year to allow more time to present a more detailed plan of the work; proceeding one project at a time (pay as they go) rather than doing everything all at once.

Once the review of the warrant was complete, the Moderator and members of the Finance Committee left. 
Joe left the meeting at 6:07pm to attend another meeting.  John assumed the role of Vice-Chairman.
Old Business:
Police Station Relocation: John asked that the article for the purchase of the Kingdom Hall be removed from the warrant.  Church representatives rejected the town’s second offer and there doesn’t appear to be an immediate resolution in sight.  John presented a motion authorizing the removal of an article pertaining to the purchase of the Mohawk Trail property.  Bob seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
Pain in the Mass Tour:  John reported that Chief Walker had the opportunity to review the request and agrees that a police detail is needed at the intersection of Route 2 and Old Greenfield Road.  The Chief was in favor of allowing the event to pass through Shelburne. John presented a motion to allow the Tour passage.  Bob seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
Changes to the Town Meeting Warrant:
Article 19: Request $5000 to refurbish the meeting room/kitchen floor was amended to include minor repairs to Memorial Hall.   Bob presented the motion; John seconded.  Motion passed
Article 32: At the Superintendent’s request, Bob presented a motion to pass over the warrant article for Capital Projects at Buckland-Shelburne Elementary School.  John seconded the motion. Motion passed.
Article 34: Citizens Community Rights Resolution – Signatures have been verified by the Town Clerk.  Bob presented a motion to place the petition on the warrant; John seconded.  Motion passed.

New Business:
Lauri Marder RE: Yoga and Dance Demonstration – Lauri is seeking permission on behalf of the Dzogchen Community of Conway and Buckland to use the parking area on Deerfield Avenue on July 8th from 5:00pm – 6:00pm to host a free performance of a dance and traditional yoga movements.  The Board would like to invite Lauri in to their next meeting to discuss further.
The Academy At Charlemont – Bob presented a motion to approve the Academy’s request for use of the Memorial Hall Theater on Thursday, May 22nd from 9:00 am until 9pm for their annual spring concert.  The group also requested use of the meeting room during evening hours.   John seconded the motion; motion passed unanimously.
