Chair Joe Palmeri called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m.
A complaint had been filed with the Building Inspector against S & N Logging on Zerah Fiske Road. The business owners are aware that the business is disturbing to their neighbors and they are trying to relocate. It is believed that they have found a new location and will be moving. The ZBA has no authority to do anything about this. S& N is making a good faith effort to relocate.
The town has received complaints concerning various events that have taken place along Route 2.  Complaints involve traffic safety, pedestrian safety, and numerous signs and other distractions. If an event bylaw were created it would be up to the ZBA to deal with it.  The board was curious as to how other towns handle events, especially those along busy highways. It was suggested that perhaps a meeting of town officials, police, fire, and the effected property owners could be organized.
