ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

MEETING MINUTES DECEMBER 14, 2022
A duly posted meeting of the Shelburne Zoning Board of Appeals was held via Zoom, on December 14, 2022.

Chair Joe Palmeri called the meeting to order at 8:15 p.m.
The Board agreed to deliberate on the application from the Town of Shelbunrn regarding  the construction of a pavilion at 19 Bridge Street.
Findings for Variance:

The building that was previously on the parcel had been removed several years ago, now leaving the non-conforming parcel as non-buildable. This empty parcel is unique in a densely structured area. Granting a variance will give the parcel a use.

Following a substantial financial investment, the property owners (Ancient Glacier LLC) are now left with a property that cannot be developed. Granting this variance will help ease the burden of the investment, which has already been made.

Granting a variance for a pavilion will have a positive effect on the public good. Turning a dirt lot into a park has a positive impact and allows a non-buildable parcel to have a use.

A motion was made by Eric, seconded by Michael, that the Zoning Board of Appeals finds that based on the applicant’s submission, information presented at the public hearing, including a letter of support from the property owners, and the vote of Town Meeting on June 11, 2022 approving entering into  lease agreement for this property, that the application for a variance was so voted as approved, provided that the variance is limited to a 20’ x 20’ open-sided structure as presented at the December 14, 2022 hearing, the variance will be co-terminus with the lease, and no portion of the structure will be built within the  setbacks with the exception of the front setback as allowed by Shelburne Zoning Bylaw Section 5.2 footnote b.

Findings for Special Permit:

Community needs have already been demonstrated by the public’s use of the site. Outside dining areas are necessary due to the presence of COVID 19. Gathering places and open green spaces are always welcomed.

Vehicular and pedestrian traffic will not be affected by the project. A goal of the project is to make the parcel ADA compliant.

Sewer, water, and electric systems are available if needed.

The landowners will continue to pay property taxes. This project will allow both residents and visitors another way to enjoy the village area.

Existing infrastructure should address surface runoff. More than 18 feet of permeable (grass) surface will be available to capture any extra runoff from the roof of the structure.

The only sign will be one naming the area “Salmon Falls Park” and it will not exceed town bylaw sign dimensions.

Based on the information collected, and the above findings, a motion was made by Eric, seconded by Michael, that the Board vote to grant approval of a Special Permit for the proposed project, under Shelburne Zoning Bylaw Section 4.3 to the Town of Shelburne to construct a 20’ x 20’ foot pavilion, at property located at 19 Bridge Street, subject to the following conditions:


1) Adequate and timely trash removal will occur and the cleanliness of the site will be maintained;


2) This Special Permit is subject to the terms of the variance for this property as granted on December 14, 2022.
