ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

MEETING MINUTES OCTOBER 5, 2023
A duly posted meeting of the Shelburne Zoning Board of Appeals was held via Zoom, on October 5, 2023.

Chair Joe Palmeri called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.
A letter regarding the Duck Pond had been received from Randi Laikland.
Ursa Marder had questions about opening a home-based business. She was advised to check with the Building Inspector.

Discussion was held regarding fees for Special Permits and Variances. The current fee is $225. That did not cover the cost of the most recent advertisement. Joe suggested dropping the fee to $100 and having the applicant pay the advertising cost. The problem is that if the applicant doesn’t get the advertisement in the paper at the correct time, the hearing can’t be held.

At 7:17 p.m. the meeting was recessed for a public hearing for Catamount Cannabis
The meeting resumed at 8:42 p.m.

The Board agreed to deliberate on the Catamount Cannabis application.

A lengthy discussion was held on hours of operation for Catamount Cannabis. The Board was comfortable with its hours being similar to the nearby liquor store.
A motion was made by Chris and seconded by Michael, that the Board vote to grant a Special Permit to Catamount Cannabis Company, LLC, 517 Boston Post Road, Sudbury, MA 01776, to operate a marijuana retail establishment, at property located at 1105 Mohawk Trail (Map 23, Lot 33), with the following condition:


The business will not open prior to 7 a.m. and will close no later than 9 p.m.

A motion was made by Joe to reduce the application fee for zoning relief to $100 and have the applicant pay for advertising directly to the newspaper. This motion was not seconded nor voted upon.
